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Richard Wales and his wife Kathy
own land in St. Helena Parish that
has been in Richard�s family since
the 1700s and for eight generations.
�A dairy farm was on the land at one
time and then it became a cattle farm
until we sold our cows,� said Richard
Wales. 

Wales said weeds started to over-
take the land and he knew he had to
do something with it.

It was about 17 years ago when
Wales learned of the Forestry
Productivity Program (FPP) through
the Louisiana Department of
Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF).

The 50 percent cost-share program
provides financial assistance to eligi-
ble landowners for establishing and
improving a crop of trees. As
Louisiana�s number one crop, proper
forest management will help sustain
timber as a natural resource. 

�I asked forestry consultant Mark
Hurst how I could be a part of this
program and he said I needed to be
first in line when they started taking
applications. So that�s what I did. I
was the first in line at four o�clock in
the morning on the day applications
were being accepted which makes
me the first person in the state to ben-
efit from the program,� said Wales. 

�It was a hodge podge of timber,�
added Hurst who operates Hurst
Forestry Services out of Clinton, La.
with his brother, Richard. �For the
Wales to put that land back into com-
merce, I knew it would have to be
cleared and planted with loblolly
pine trees.�

The program helps offset a
landowner�s expenses by sharing the
cost of implementing specific
forestry practices designed to pro-
duce a timber crop. Eligible
landowners can receive up to
$10,000 of FPP assistance each fiscal
year.

The program doesn�t come without

some sweat equity by the landowner.
�To save money, I cleared the land
myself before it was replanted,� said
Wales. 

Once the 80 acres of land was
cleared, loblolly pine, which is used
for paper, lumber, plywood and lam-
inated wood products, was planted.
�If things don�t get planted,� said
Hurst, �we don�t have a renewable
resource.� But timber is a long term
investment. �There�s a risk in every-
thing you do. You can put your
money in stocks or you can do this.
But this is a different kind of enjoy-
ment. You can come outside and
enjoy the beautiful trees.� 

While Wales was waiting for his
first harvest, he and his family used
the land to hunt, ride ATVs, utilize
walking trails and even fished at their
pond. �I�m from this area, I care
about this land. We all know what it
means to have a renewable resource.
Growing up, my boys preferred to
come here rather than go to Disney
World,� added Wales. 

The Wales realized their first
income about 13 years after they
planted the pine trees. 

�The first thinning, or harvest, is
typically between 12-15 years after
the trees are first planted. You can
start thinning as early as 10 years, but

by waiting a few extra years, you
have a better and more marketable
product,� said Hurst.

Each landowner who participates
in a FPP cooperative agreement with
the LDAF is required to maintain
forestry usage for a minimum of 10
years. If land is sold or conveyed
before the end of the agreement, the
owner who originally entered into
the program is bound to the agree-
ment unless the new owner assumes
responsibility in writing. 

�We had four children by the time
we decided to plant trees on this land.
From a financial standpoint, we
would not have been able to utilize
the land if it were not for this pro-
gram,� said Wales. �I�m just thankful
this program is available to private
landowners. It�s a win-win for me
and the state, really everyone.� 

Since the FPP program started in
1998, it has supported 650,000 acres
to the tune of $30.5 million. FPP
assistance is available to landowners
in all Louisiana parishes who own a
minimum of five (5) contiguous
acres suitable for growing commer-
cially valuable timber. Applications
for FPP assistance are funded on a
first-come, first-served basis. For
more information, contact the
Forestry division at 225-925-4500.

It�s that time of year when peo-
ple will be working in their yards
and doing some landscaping.
While many find that work
rewarding, Louisiana Agriculture
and Forestry (LDAF)
Commissioner Mike Strain,
D.V.M., is urging Louisiana home-
owners to use only licensed land-
scape horticulturists, arborists and
landscape irrigation contractors
when there is a need to hire out for
these services at their homes or
businesses.

�Not everyone who claims to be
a �yard specialist� is actually a
landscaping professional which
requires training. All arborists,
landscape horticulturists and land-

scape irrigation contractors must
be licensed by the Louisiana
Department of Agriculture and
Forestry,� Strain said. Oversight
of these professionals is through
the LDAF�s Horticulture and
Quarantine Programs division.

Strain advises that homeowners
ask to see a license issued by
LDAF before allowing any work
to be done on their property.
Homeowners should also ask
arborists, landscape horticulturists
and landscape irrigation contrac-
tors for references before engaging
their services and should follow up
by checking those references.

�Licensed arborists and land-
scape irrigation contractors must

also have current liability insur-
ance before a license is issued.
Homeowners should ask for a
copy of their insurance,� Strain
said.

Strain added, �They can then call
the contractor�s insurance compa-
ny to verify that the policy is cur-
rent or they can contact our office.
These are basic steps

homeowners should take to be
sure that they are hiring a licensed
professional.�

Strain said horticulture profes-
sionals must pass an exam to
ensure that they have the training
necessary to do the work.
Arborists and landscape irrigation
contractors are required to attend

continuing education training to
renew their licenses. In addition,
licensed horticultural profession-
als are required to display their
LDAF license number on their
vehicles when advertising their
services. A written contract also is
required to do arborist or land-
scape irrigation contract work.

Call the Horticulture and
Quarantine Programs division at
225-952-8100 if there are any
questions about whether a land-
scape horticulturist, landscape irri-
gation contractor or arborist is
properly licensed. A list of
licensed horticulture professionals
is also available at
www.LDAF.la.gov.
