For Beth and Andre Toups, life on 
the range was always a dream. 

“As a teenager, I frequently joked 
with a friend that I’d have a bison 
ranch one day,” said Andre Toups. 

Andre was first introduced to 
bison as a young boy scout. A native 
of New Orleans, Andre would take 

scouting trips to a ranch in New 
Mexico where there were bison.

“They’re very majestic and 
cool. There’s just something about 
them.” 

Andre’s wife, Beth, a retired 
nurse, knew of her husband’s 
fascination with bison, but at the 
time, it was simply a dream and life 
took them in a different direction. 

In 1982, Beth and Andre moved to 
Baton Rouge from New Orleans 
to help start the City-Parish EMS 
Paramedic Service.

Three decades later, it 
was time to think about 
retirement. “I came home 
from work one day and 
Beth told me she found a 
Bison 101 course and also 
joined the National Bison 
Association (NBA).”  The 
dream was now possibly 
becoming a reality. 

Beth’s longtime friend, 
Michele Roach, wound 
up attending a bison 
conference in South 
Dakota with Beth and also 
became interested in the 
large animals. 

“I was really along for 
the ride as a travel partner, 
at first,” said Michele.  
Beth and Michele started 
looking for property in 
the Florida Parishes to start their 
bison ranch but everything was out 
of their price range. They finally 
found approximately 200 acres of 
fallow pastureland in Poplarville, 
Mississippi. 

Once they found the land, it was 
time to purchase “the girls”. They 
found 30 pregnant female bison in 
Indiana through the National Bison 
Association. They also purchased 
three bulls from NBA producers. 

At this point, Andre, Beth and 
Michele had visited and worked at 
several ranches to learn how to care 
for their new investment. They also 

went back to school so to speak and 
took agriculture related classes. 

“That was invaluable to us. 
Annie’s Project through the 
cooperative extension and RCD 
offices was an agriculture course 
that taught us how to mitigate our 
risks,” said Beth. 

They knew there were risks 
in farming, but every day was a 
learning experience. “Of all things, 
we had issues with lightning. We 

had never heard that balancing 
out the pH and nitrogen in the soil 
could help prevent lightning strikes 
from possibly injuring the animals. 

Well, it has! We know 
now and are vigilant in 
ensuring their safety,” 
added Andre. 

These days, Andre, Beth 
and Michele are working 
to get bison meat in local 
stores and at farmer’s 
markets. The recent 
approval of their Red 
Gate Buffalo label by the 
Louisiana Department of 
Agriculture and Forestry’s 
Meat and Poultry 
Inspection Program 
will allow them to have 
the bison processed 
under a voluntary 
inspection program for 
exotic animals at a state 
inspected slaughter 
establishment located in 

Springfield, La. Beth added that 
several Louisiana restaurants have 
been waiting for the bison meat 
to be available for their menus. 
And while Beth says there are four 
ranches in Mississippi that have 
bison, but Red Gate Ranch is the 
only one attempting retail sales of 
the meat.  

“The chefs are eager to put bison

Hurricane season 
begins June 1
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Louisiana Agriculture & Forestry Today
The U.S. Department of Agricul-

ture (USDA) declared May 18-24, 
2015, Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) 
Awareness Week. Meanwhile, a 
quarantine was established for 
Webster Parish effective May 25, 
2015, as a result of EAB’s presence 
in Louisiana.

EAB is an invasive beetle that at-
tacks and kills ash trees.

“The EAB pest is a problem in 
our area and poses a threat because 
of the number of ash trees we have 
here. There are approximately 285 
million ash trees in the state of Lou-
isiana,” said LDAF Commissioner 
Mike Strain, D.V.M.

Louisiana’s native ash trees are 
primarily located along the Atcha-
falaya Basin and the Mississippi 
River Delta. However, there are ash 
trees in urban areas, as well.

Strain added, “In urban areas, the 
trees reduce air pollution and storm 
water runoff, increase property 
values because of their aesthetic 
appeal and make towns and cities 
some of the most beautiful in the 
country.”

Spring marks the beginning of 
the travel and tourism season. This 
is a reminder of how destructive 
EAB is and how important it is for 
travelers to limit movement of fire-
wood, a key message in the national 
“Don’t Move Firewood” campaign.

“It is best to purchase firewood 
not more than 10 miles from where 
it will be burned.  When travel-
ing, burn firewood where you pur-
chased it and make sure to burn all 
of it,” said Strain.

Currently, there are about 300 
EAB traps placed along high risk 

areas such as along the interstate, 
welcome center areas and the Mis-
sissippi River Delta. The traps are 
large, purple sticky boxes that hang 
from trees in areas that are being 
monitored for EAB.

The EAB beetle is a pest to all 
types of ash trees but does not at-
tack other hardwoods or pines. 
EAB is a native insect of Asia. 
In 2002, EAB was discovered in 
Michigan and is now present in 25 
states, including Louisiana. It is not 
known how the EAB entered Loui-
siana. EAB is a federally-regulated 
pest.  States survey for EAB and if 
it is found, quarantine boundaries 
are established by the state.

The LDAF and USDA-PPQ, 
along with cooperation from US-
DA-Forest Service and National 
Resources Conservation Service 

use traps baited with scents which 
are attractive to the beetles. Sur-
vey results will help determine 
the extent of the beetle presence in 
the state and the potential regula-
tory actions necessary to reduce the 
spread of the pest.

Also, the LSU AgCenter and the 
USDA-FS plan to release tiny non-
stinging wasps that exclusively at-
tack immature EAB.  This effort is 
used in other states as one method 
to reduce EAB populations and 
slow beetle spread on a local scale.

When a portion of the state falls 
under the EAB quarantine, then 
regulated products including ash 
nursery stock, ash logs, lumber and 
pallets and all hardwood firewood 
cannot move outside of the quaran-
tined area unless treated according 
to federal protocols.

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on the menu because the meat is 
delicious and the health benefits 
are great. Bison is very low in 
fat and high in Omega 3s,” said 
Michele.

The business partners say 
they’ve learned lessons, some 
tough ones, along the way. 

“Whatever you think it’s going 
to cost, it’s going to cost double. 
Whatever time you think it’s 
going to take, it’s going to take 
double,” said Michele. 

“You can read whatever you 
want and talk to whomever 
you want, but it’s the actual 
experience of doing the work that 
really puts things in perspective,” 
said Andre. 

But along with the hard work 
has come a great learning 
experience. “It’s awesome to 
watch these animals graze. 
They’re very curious,” said Beth. 
“And when they go down to 
calve, the other females surround 
the mom to protect her,” added 

Andre.
Calving typically occurs in 

May, June and sometimes July. 
Red Gate Ranch does not use 
artificial insemination, growth 
hormones or sub-therapeutic 
antibiotics. Red Gate Ranch 
bison are also grass fed. 

Long term, the owners of Red 
Gate Ranch plan to open a bed 
and breakfast on the property and 
hope to open the ranch for agri-
tourism opportunities for kids. 

According to the NBA website, 
there are approximately 500,000 
head of bison in North America. 
At one point in time, Choctaw 
Indians hunted buffalo in the 
Florida Parishes and southern 
Mississippi. The buffalo were 
eventually exterminated in this 
region, but Red Gate Ranch has 
brought them home to roam.

Heavy rains are causing prob-
lems for some Louisiana soybean 
and corn farmers, especially in the 
north part of the state where a storm 
system brought as much as 10 inch-
es of rain in some areas in the past 
week, but sugarcane and rice are 
not as affected by the weather, ac-
cording to LSU AgCenter experts.

Ron Levy, LSU AgCenter soy-
bean specialist, said some fields of 
young soybeans have been too wet. 
“We may have some losses and 
have to replant.”

He said he talked with a north 
Louisiana farmer who had 7 inches 
of rain. “With that much rain, it fills 
up all the ditches and drainage ar-
eas, so it takes longer for the water 
to run off.”

Levy said some farmers have 
been waiting to plant, but the ex-
cess moisture makes that difficult.

Delayed planting will prob-
ably mean yields will be affected, 
he said. “We’re already to a point 
where we’ll see yields drop off.”

A late-planted soybean crop faces 
more stress from intense summer 
heat and more disease and insect 
pressure, Levy said.

In southwest Louisiana, as much 
as a third of the soybean crop may 
have to be replanted, said Barrett 
Courville, LSU AgCenter county 
agent in Acadia and Jefferson Da-
vis parishes.

Many fields where beans are up 

have excess moisture. “The soil is 
so saturated that they’re not grow-
ing,” Courville said.

The wet ground is delaying farm-
ers from getting into the fields to 
spray herbicides, Courville said. 
But some areas haven’t received 
much rain, and the fields are ready 
to be planted.

Dan Fromme, LSU AgCenter 
corn specialist, said the corn ben-
efits from the rain as long as the 
fields are not flooded. “We’re in the 
rapid growth stage right now.”

Some fields hit by high winds had 
lodged corn, he said. Corn will suf-
fer from a lack of oxygen in fields 
with waterlogged soil. Corn farm-
ers had to deal with excess mois-
ture during planting in March and 
April.

Cotton in Louisiana is 80-90 
percent planted, but flooding for 
that commodity is not good for the 
crop, he said.

Donna Lee, LSU AgCenter coun-
ty agent in East Carroll Parish, 
and Keith Collins, county agent in 
Richland Parish, said water from 
recent heavy rains appear to have 
drained, but low-lying areas have 
standing water. Additional rain this 
week resulted in wetter fields.

“We were needing rain, but we 
didn’t need 4 and 5 inches,” Lee 
said. “Now we need sunny weath-
er.”

She said the cotton, corn, soy-

beans and milo she has seen in 
northeast Louisiana look good so 
far. But cool weather that came on 
May 21 could slow plant growth.

“The most susceptible crops were 
those that are small,” said Collins.

He said some fields of young 
soybeans were underwater and 
that could affect those crops. Some 
fields may need to be replanted, he 
said.

Sugarcane is not as affected by 
heavy rains now, said Kenneth Gra-
vois, LSU AgCenter sugarcane spe-
cialist. “At this stage, cane is pretty 
resilient.”

He said sugarcane farmers have 
made herbicide and fertilizer ap-
plications.

“It would be better if it were a bit 
drier, but going into the summer 
with good moisture is good. Over-
all prospects for the crop continue 
to look good,” Gravois said.

Even though rice thrives in a wet 
environment, the frequent rainfall 
has caused problems for rice farm-
ers.

“In a lot of places, farmers are 
struggling to get done what’s need-
ed in the fields,” said Dustin Har-
rell, LSU AgCenter rice specialist.

He said landing strips for air-
planes have been too wet to use for 
midseason nitrogen fertilizer ap-
plications. Flying services are us-
ing hard-surfaced runways, which 
are often several miles from a field, 

and the extra distance is resulting in 
higher fees, he said.

He said young rice is struggling, 
and an early outbreak of leaf blast 
disease has been found.

Don Groth, LSU AgCenter plant 
pathologist, said frequent rains 
have made ideal conditions for 
blast.

“The rain has increased the prob-
ability of each spore being success-
ful in infecting a plant that it lands 
on. Then the lesions that form can 
produce more spores due to the 
moisture,” Groth said.

The heavy rainfall also is affect-
ing pastures. Grazing conditions 
are good, but fields for hay produc-
tion have been too wet, according 
to Vince Deshotel, LSU AgCenter 

county agent and Central Region 
beef cattle coordinator.

“We certainly need a break to get 
things done in the field,” Deshotel 
said.

Even if hay producers are able 
to get into their fields for cutting 
grass, the wet conditions won’t al-
low hay to dry for baling.

“Probably everybody is a month 
behind,” he said. “As a hay produc-
er myself, I typically have a cutting 
done by now.”

The wet conditions are also set-
ting the stage for potential cattle 
health problems. Deshotel said 
the high mosquito population will 
stress cattle, and muddy ground 
could cause hoof problems and an 
increase in parasites.
