The holiday spiritis alive and well
at the state capitol. Six Christmas
trees from Steele’s Christmas
Tree Farm in Washington Parish
are magnificently decorating the
Rotunda. It’s all part of First Lady
Donna Edwards “Joyeux Noel
Capitol Christmas Tree Showcase”
celebration for the holidays.

“I’m very proud. I’m a lifelong
resident of Louisiana and | believe
in Louisiana products and it’s
important to support your local tree
farms. We know that people who
visit the capitol will see our trees,”
said Kevin Steele.

The farm, located near Sheridan,
La., has been in business 37 years.
“This year was better than last

year. Last year, we dealt with the
drought. Fortunately, we were
not affected by the flood,” added
Steele.

Steele, who is a board member
of the Southern Christmas Tree
Association for Louisiana worked
to get locally grown trees back in
the Governor’s mansion two years
ago. The association typically. gets
several members to donate trees to
government buildings. He added
that at least one tree was provided
to The Hospice of Baton Rouge for
its annual Trees of Light event.

This year, the state capitol
features six trees up to 13 feet in
height. The trees are a Leyland
Cypress which, according to

Steele, is the number one selling
tree in the south. “It’s a beautiful
tree, doesn’t shed and holds up for
the entire season,” added Steele.

Steele’s six acre farm produces
about 6,000 trees. This year’s
Christmas tree sales were strong
according to Steele. “I just think
people have a lot of hope at this
time. A lot of people have been
dealing with the uncertain oil and
gas industry and | feel like they’re
hopeful . -the economy will turn
around,”said Steele.

USDA declares more parishes as natural disaster areas

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s  (USDA)  Farm
Service Agency (FSA) declared
on November 16, 2016 six more
Louisiana parishes as primary
natural disaster areas due to losses
caused by severe storms and
flooding that occurred from Aug.
11-31, 2016.

Those parishes are: Catahoula,
De Soto, La Salle, Natchitoches,

Red River and Winn.

Farmers and ranchers in primary
natural disaster areas are eligible
for low-interest emergency (EM)
loans from USDA’s FSA, provided
eligibility requirements are met.

Farmers in eligible areas have
eight months from the date of
the declaration to apply for loans
to help cover part of their actual
losses.

FSA will consider each loan
application on its own merits,
taking into account the extent
of losses, security available and
repayment ability.

FSA has a variety of programs, in
addition to the EM loan program,
to help eligible farmers recover.

Farmers and ranchers in the
following parishes also qualify for
natural disaster assistance because

they are contiguous. The following
parishes are: Avoyelles, Bienville,
Bossier, Caddo, Caldwell,
Concordia,  Franklin,  Grant,
Jackson, Rapides, Sabine, Tensas
and Vernon.

Compost fallen

What we generally do_ with
leaves that fall from deciduous tree
this time of year is a shamesMost
people rake them up, put them in
bags and ‘placethe bags.en the

There is-no‘\need to throw-away
this valuable urce. You C
recycle ves &ack into the
landscape as mulch or through the
process of composting.

Returning these organic
materials to the garden maintains
natural biological cycles and is
an ecologically sensible means of
recycling organic waste generated
by your landscape. It also saves
your community money spent
collecting and disposing of waste
and reduces the amount of waste
going into your landfills.

It’s easy to use leaves as mulch.
You can just rake them up and put
them in beds around shrubs in a
layer about 3 inches thick. Think
of the money this will save not
having to purchase mulch. You can
also rake the leaves and apply a
2-inch layer around bedding plants
in flower beds or vegetable plants
in vegetable gardens. If you pick
up the leaves using a mower with
a bag attached, the chopped leaves
make nice mulch;

Compost is. used primarily in
preparing ~beds. ~lncorporating a
generous amount of compost into

purchasing o:gyst, eat moss or
other organic matter.

in a convenient but out-of-t
location. A source of water nearby
is helpful. Make the pile about
3-by-3-by-3 feet to 5-by-5-by-5
feet in size. Anything smaller will
not allow good composition, and
larger piles are more difficult to
turn.

Typically, composting  uses
various techniques to speed up the
natural breakdown of yard waste.
Fungi and bacteria convert raw
organic material into compost.

You can compost just by stacking
organic matter in a pile, but most
gardeners prefer to build the pile in
an enclosure. Although a number
of commercial bins are on the
market, you can make your own
very easily. A 15-foot-long piece
of hardware cloth, chicken wire or
fencing material bent into a circle
and fastened with a few pieces of
wire is inexpensive, easy to build
and works well.

You do passive composting
simply by piling up leaves and
other organic matter and allowing
natural decomposition to take
place. It’s not really complicated,
although using this method takes
a bit of time. Be sure to keep the
organic matter moist. Depending
on circumstances, it may take six to
12 months for the organic matter
fully decompose. iy

Active composting means doing
things to make the fungi an
bacteria work faster and more
efficiently.

These organisms require adequate
nitrogen, oxygen and moisture to
decompose organic matter rapidly.
The composting process attempts
to provide these requirements, and
the better job you do the faster
the process will occur. Shredding
or finely chopping materials also
greatly speeds up the process.

Adding a commercial fertilizer
or an organic fertilizer, such as
blood meal, that contains nitrogen
will encourage rapid, thorough
decomposition when brown leaves
are the bulk of what is being
composted. A light sprinkling of
fertilizer is applied over each 8-to-
12-inch layer of organic matter as
the pile is built.

Besides fallen leaves, a variety of
organic materials can be composted,
including grass clippings, shredded
hedge clippings, raw vegetable and
fruit trimmings and coffee grounds
from the kitchen, dead houseplants
and old flower arrangements.

Never put cooked foods, grease,
meat, seafood scraps, fat or dog or
cat droppings in the pile. It is also
best not to put into the compost
diseased plants or weeds that have
set seed.

Oxygen is provided by enclosing
the pile in a bin that has sides with
a lot of ventilation to allow air to
move in and out. Turning the pile
occasionally is labor intensive, but
it ensures the pile is well aerated
and speeds decomposition.

During dry weather it may be
necessary to water the pile to
maintain adequate moisture. Dry
organic matterwill not decompose.
The pile should stay moist but not
constantly soggy. A pile that stays

ou \can throw an occasional
shovel ' full “of soil into the pile
as you build it to supply the
microorganisms that carry out the
decomposition  process.  Using
special compost starter or compost-
maker products is not really
necessary.

As materials compost they lose
more than half of their volume.
When compost is ready for use, it
should be dark brown and crumbly
with much or all of the identity of
the original material lost. The time it
takes to finish varies, depending on’
the materials used, how finely th
were chopped and how moisture
and oxygen were maintained.
to six months is typical, but it'can
occur much faster.

Backyard compost bins can be made
simply by putting wire fencing in a circle
or square. Finished compost should be
dark brown and crumbly with much or all
of the identity of the original material lost.

Agriculture and Forestry Commissioner Mike Strain,
D.V.M,, said the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)
declared 16 parishes as natural disaster areas due to a

The primary parishes included under the designation
are: Caldwell, Catahoula, Franklin, Madison, Richland

In accordance with section 321(a) of the Consolidated

Farm and Rural Development Act, additional areas
were named as contiguous disaster parishes. They are:
Avoyelles, Caddo, Concordia, East Carroll, Jackson,
LaSalle, Morehouse, Ouachita, West Carroll and Winn.

Strain said farmers and ranchers located in both primary
and contiguous parishes are eligible for low-interest
emergency loans from the Farm Service Agency (FSA),
provided eligibility requirements are met.

Farmers in eligible areas have 8 months from the
disaster declaration date, Nov. 23, 2016, to apply for the
emergency loans.
