Woody Reed has tried everything to the control feral hog on his property in Avoyelles Parish with

little success until now.

Seventy-four year old Woody Reed loves the country
life. He lives on hundreds of acres of land he owns
in Avoyelles Parish. It has been his source of income
where he grows soybeans and milo. It’s also where he
spends his recreation time and hunts deer. That is, until
about three years ago.

“| started seeing fewer and fewer deer and not because
I was hunting them,” said Reed. What he noticed were
signs of feral hogs which he believed were destroying
his deer habitat.

Feral hog damage was also occurring on land Reed
leased out to his tenant farmer. There was so much
damage, that farmer could not plant in certain areas.
As a result, Reed faced additional expenses to reclaim
the land.

“I’ve been a farmer all of my life. I’ve never seen a
hog problem this bad,” said Reed. The hogs can dig up
so much land that farmers have difficulty running their
tractors and equipment over it. They say, even riding a
4-wheeler over deep holes can cause serious accidents.

Reed bought traps to try to collect as many of the
pesky troublemakers he could. He even tried hunting
them to mitigate the situation. Within about a year, he
caught roughly 17 hogs. That’s when family friend,
Dwight Landreneau, made him aware of the Louisiana
Department of Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF) Feral
Hog Control Program. That’s when Reed started to see
a difference.

“In about four weeks, the LDAF trapping device
caught 84 hogs. It caught entire hog families,” said
Reed.

While Reed knows it will not eradicate the destructive
animals, it may help keep the population in check.
Reed’s 220-acre farm is surrounded by thousands of
acres belonging to other farmers. They grow soybeans,
corn, rice and crawfish. Reed feels the hog trapping
efforts have had a positive effect on surrounding
properties.

Reed says he plans to purchase a trap to hopefully

Arrests Made in Richland Parish Cattle Theft

Two people from Franklin
Parish are accused of stealing
livestock. Investigators said the
suspects tried to sell two heifers to
employees of the Delhi Livestock
Auction in Richland Parish under
“suspicious circumstances” on
Monday, May 15, 2017.

A Louisiana Livestock Brand
Commission  investigator ~ was
inspecting the cattle delivered to
the livestock market and quickly

determined the two heifers were
stolen from Franklin Parish.

“The employees at Delhi
Livestock Auction and our
investigator noticed the couple
trying to sell the cattle was not
following  proper  procedures
which put them on alert,” said
Department of Agriculture and
Forestry ~ Commissioner  Mike
Strain, DV.M. “Our brand
investigators are trained to identify

cattle and determine ownership to
protect our ranchers from theft.”
Investigators said when Lacy
Tarver, of 100 Ellis Lane,
Winnsboro, La., returned to the
auction barn to collect payment
for the sale of the stolen livestock,
she was arrested by a Louisiana
livestock brand inspector and
Richland Parish sheriff’s deputy.
A second suspect, John R.
Haring, of 200 Charles McMahan,

Wisner, La., was arrested in the
parking lot. Haring is a former
employee of the owner of the
cattle.

Both heifers were returned to the
owner.

Tarver and Haring were booked
into the Richland Parish Jail on
two counts of theft of livestock
valued at $2,000, LA.R.S. 14:67.1.

Additional charges are pending
in Franklin Parish.

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Youth tour AgCenter station
to learn about agriculture

Students from Caroline
Dormon Junior High School in
Woodworth, Louisiana, took a
break from the classroom to tour
the LSU AgCenter Dean Lee
Research and Extension Center
near Alexandria and get a close-
up view of agriculture.

The group of 42 4-H and Beta
club members visited the research
station on May 11 to learn about
the importance of agriculture to
them and their families.

“These students need more than
just classroom exposure, and this
is a good way to give them that,”

said school librarian and 4-H
leader Nicole Coreil.
The tour focused on how

research conducted at the station
helps farmers and others in
agriculture and included a variety
of topics, such as technology, crop
science, animals and gardening.
“This iS an  awesome
opportunity for these children
to see what the AgCenter can
do for them,” said Boyd Padgett,
AgCenter central region director.
AgCenter engineer Randy Price
demonstrated an unmanned aerial

vehicle, or drone, and explained
how the technology is useful to
farmers in managing their crops.

“This is just an example of how
this technology, that some might
think of as a toy, is being used in
science and agriculture,” he said.

AgCenter corn and cotton
specialist Dan Fromme took
students to the field to talk about
corn and cotton production,
showed examples of corn
development and shared facts
about how corn and cotton
are used to make many of the
products they use every day.

Padgett showed students the on-
site weather station and discussed
how the data collected helps them
conduct research on the station.

Students also visited cotton and
soybean fields and heard about
various seed treatments and why
they are important in managing
insects and disease.

AgCenter Rapides Parish 4-H
agent Sallye Dugas and county
agent Rodney Johnson led the
group on a tour of the DeWitt
Livestock facility, where they
heard about beef and dairy

production and saw a Brahman
bull and a Jersey cow.

Fourth-grader Audrey Lee said
she enjoyed petting the cows and
liked the dairy cow the best.

Her classmate, 4-H member
Avary Benn, favored the bull.
“He’s lovable and reminds me of
my bunnies,” she said.

Following the tour, Dugas
and Johnson helped students
plant squash, okra, cucumbers,
cantaloupe and watermelon seeds
as part of a hands-on Garden-in-
a-Glove workshop.

“We’re putting the cotton balls
in the water and then in each
finger of the glove and adding
different seeds to each finger,”
fifth-grader Brett Bain explained.

Junior Beta Club sponsor Marie
Wilson said she likes how the
children can learn where products
come from and get a hands-on
experience that they otherwise
would not have.

“They really liked the cows and
the hands-on gardening activity,”
she said. “And they really want to
remember which seed is planted
in each of the fingers.”

manage the hogs on and around his property. As of
now, he feels the situation is under control on his
property. And while some traps could be expensive,
he suggests farmers pool their money and share the
cost of a good trap to control the problem.

Landreneau, a former Department of Wildlife
and Fisheries and LSU AgCenter employee, said,
“l believe this is the most humane way to get rid
of nuisance animals. You’re loading them up live
and taking them to a slaughterhouse where they are
being turned into a usable product.”

The LDAF Feral Hog Control Program has been
in place for about one year. To date, the LDAF has
captured 260 feral hogs. “This is a program we
are testing to see how effective it can be. Once we
determine areas where the hogs are frequenting, we
seem to capture a significant number within a 24-
48 hour period,” said LDAF Commissioner Mike
Strain, D.V.M. “The goal of LDAF’s feral swine
effort is to encourage the controlled movement of
these nuisance animals into commerce. Putting an
economic value on feral swine should encourage
more trapping.”

In St. Helena Parish, one trap netted 22 hogs

within hours of setting up the trap. Signs of feral
hog presence include tracks, travel corridors,
rooting, wallowing around water areas, and mud
rubs on trees.

“These hogs are smart and they go where there is
a high quality food source. They quickly increase in
litter size when they are on agricultural land,” said
Strain. “When we are trapping in native habitats
such as Fontainebleau State Park or Bayou Savage
Wildlife Refuge, we catch fewer hogs per trap
capture.” Regardless, the hogs are aggressive and
it is important to control its population for public
safety of those enjoying these parks.

As for Reed, he is now seeing deer again on his
property which is a much more welcome sight than
the destructive feral hogs.

All cotton planted in Louisiana,
including cotton grown in
ornamental gardens and other
non-traditional locations, must
be registered with the Louisiana
Department of Agriculture and
Forestry to be monitored for
possible boll weevil presence.

State boll weevil eradication
law provides that anyone who
intends to plant cotton for non-
commercial  purposes  must
receive prior permission from
Louisiana  Agriculture  and
Forestry Commissioner Mike
Strain, D.V.M.

The state is officially boll
weevil-free but it is important for
to continue to monitor all cotton
grown in the state to protect
Louisiana’s  cotton  industry.
Boll weevil traps are set along
the edges of cotton fields, but
even gardeners outside of the
traditional cotton growing areas

may plant cotton, for example, to
spin their own thread for fabric
or for the plant’s ornamental
appeal. Historically, the boll
weevil has been cotton’s most
destructive pest.  All cotton-
growing states have eradication
programs.

Cotton remains one of
Louisiana’s leading crops. In
2016 more than 137,000 cotton
acres were harvested. The gross
farm value of all cotton sales in
Louisiana was $103.5 million,
with value added contributing
$25.9 million, so that total value
of cotton production in 2016 was
$129.4 million.
