As always, | will be at
the Capitol every single day. |
will be watching and fighting for
and against those bills that will
positively and negatively affect
agriculture, forestry, aquaculture
and rural economic development.

Everything will move quickly. We
will work feverishly to keep bills
in motion or they will die on the
calendar. We will also work to get
our bills passed before the end of
the shortened regular session. That
is the goal.

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Arrests
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Baton Rouge, La. (March 9,
2018) — Four individuals are
under arrest in connection with
the deaths of a cow and three
calves in St. Landry Parish.

Following a tip, the Louisiana
Department of Agriculture
and Forestry (LDAF) Brand
Commission and St. Landry
Parish Sheriff’s Department
arrested 20-year-old Jameson
LaGrange of Leonville,
21-year-old Jacob Hebert of
Port Barre, 21-year-old Kaitlin
Gauthier of Port Barre, and
18-year-old Christian Meche
of Port Barre. All are charged with four
counts of simple criminal damage to
property valued at $6,500 and four counts
of aggravated cruelty to animals.

someone’s  property, livelihood and
the lives of these animals,” said LDAF
Commissioner Mike Strain, D.V.M.

On March 3, 2018, LDAF Brand
Commission  Inspectors  received a
complaint from a rancher in reference to

cattle killed on the levee near Port Barre.
A cow and three calves were found dead
in the pasture portion of the levee. It
appeared they had been run over by a truck.
Witnesses told investigators they heard
what sounded like trucks mud riding in the

area around midnight on
March 3.

“Once we put the word
out that we were looking
for those responsible for
this crime, members of
the public came forward
with information  to
help solve this case. We
greatly appreciate their
willingness to do so,” said
Strain.

Bond is set at $35,000
for each suspect. The Port
Barre and Leonville Police
Departments assisted in the

investigation.

All  LDAF brand inspectors are
commissioned by Louisiana State Police
and have authority in the performance of
their duties.

LDAF now accepting SCBGP applications

Baton Rouge, La. (March 9, 2018) — The Louisiana
Department of Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF) is
now accepting applications for the 2018 Specialty
Crop Block Grant Program (SCBGP), Commissioner
Mike Strain, D.V.M., announced today.

Applications must be received no later than close
of business (4:30 p.m.) April 23, 2018.

The LDAF will administer the grant program funded
through the United States Department of Agriculture —
Agricultural Marketing Service (USDA-AMS). The LDAF
anticipates at least $406,749.14 to be allocated to fund
Louisiana projects.

The grants are to be used for projects that solely enhance
the competitiveness of Louisiana-grown specialty crops
like fruits, vegetables, tree nuts, dried fruits, horticulture,
Christmas trees, turf grass/sod, nursery and greenhouse
crops.

Applicants must reside in or their organization or
educational affiliation must be in Louisiana. All applicants
are required to obtain a Data Universal Numbering
System (DUNS) number and include that number on their
application.

Grant funds will not be awarded for projects that directly
benefit a particular commercial product or provide a profit to

single
organization,
institution or individual. Projects should focus on issues to
help improve specialty crop industries as a whole such as:
distribution, production, research, market development, food
safety, promotion and education. Individual farms are not
eligible to apply; however, producer associations, state and/
or local organization, state or local governments, qualified
educational institutions, non-profits and other specialty crop
stakeholders are eligible recipients.

LDAF will accept grant applications with a yearly budget

value of up to $100,000. Grants can be awarded
for projects lasting up to two years and 11
months.

Once the deadline has passed, all
applications submitted to the LDAF will
be carefully evaluated to determine if the
projects are qualified based on the criteria

listed in the guidelines. All submitted
project applications deemed qualified will
be reviewed and scored by a panel consisting of
industry stakeholders, and the panel will make funding
recommendations to LDAF. All LDAF approved projects
will be incorporated into one state grant request, which
will be submitted to the USDA.

LDAF has prepared a Request for Applications (RFA)
document detailing application instructions, scoring criteria,
federal forms, project format examples and other helpful
information from the USDA. The document may be found at
www.LDAF.la.gov.

Rapides Parish logger arrested for timber theft

Baton Rouge, La. (March 12, 2018) -
Louisiana Department of Agriculture and
Forestry investigators with the forestry
division have arrested a 55-year-old
Pineville man for allegedly harvesting 10
acres of land and not compensating the
landowner.

Michael Edwards, who owns M&M
Logging Co. of Pineville, La., was arrested
March 12, 2018.

Last month, the LDAF received
a complaint from a Rapides Parish
landowner that Edwards never paid the
landowner proceeds from the land that was

harvested in 2016.

“During the investigation, we discovered
that Edwards allegedly misappropriated
more than $14,000 that belonged to the
landowner,” said Agriculture and Forestry
Commissioner Mike Strain, D.V.M.

Edwards also reportedly admitted to

stealing the timber and was booked into
the Rapides Parish Jail.

If convicted, Edwards faces jail time up
to 10 years and/or a fine of not more than
$10,000.
