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VisSit'sugarcane

About 200 people joined Agriculture and Forestry
Commissioner Mike Strain, D.V.M., and Governor
John Bel Edwards at a recent farm meeting in
Plaguemine, La. While the event was held at Al
Landry’s sugarcane farm, agriculture producers for
different commodities as well as timber owners were
represented.

“It means a lot for the commissioner and the governor
to come out here and visit the local community,” said
Landry.

“What’s happening in Washington today is we are
actively working on trade negotiations. | think these
tariffs will be temporary, but we need to get through
them,” said Strain. “We also need to make sure crop
insurance stays funded.”

Trade and tariffs, immigration and transportation
were hot topics at the meeting.

“At the end of the day, we have to re-invest
in our highway system. We have to protect our
infrastructure,” said Strain. “We have to make some

hard decisions and explore everything available from
the federal government,” added Edwards.

While the topic of immigration also came up,
sugarcane farmer Warren Harang said, “Without it,
we cannot function.” As Strain explained, the H2A,
H2B and H2C workers are documented, part-time,
seasonal workers who accept employment that many
Americans do not want.

The discussion also focused on the importance
of agriculture research in which Strain stressed the
importance of having the state’s research facilities
funded.

Strain said he will use all of the information collected
at these farm tours at the state and federal levels in
support of the agriculture and forestry industries.

This most recent meeting was part of a series of
agriculture meetings that started November 2017 in
which Commissioner Strain invited the governor to
hear firsthand any concerns and also field questions
from our agriculture and forestry producers.
