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For Pineville, Louisiana
residents, the dairy barn
at Buhlow Lake is an icon.
“It’s like a post card. It’s a
snapshot in your mind of
your life,” said Save the Barn
committee member and state
representative for district 27
Mike Johnson.

Kendra Van Cleef, Save the
Barn committee president,

won a national award in 2004
for a photo she took of the old
barn.

Several years ago, Van
Cleef noticed the barn was
deteriorating to the point that
the building was at risk of
collapse. So she took action
and began fundraising efforts
to save the old barn.

The barn, which dates back
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to 1923, is showing its age, the
people who know it and love it find it
monumental.

Save the Barn volunteer Joy
Juderman said, “It’s an icon. She’s
truly a landmark and so many people
have memories about this building.”

It sits on the property of the (former)
Central Louisiana State Hospital. It
was built to supply dairy products
for the hospital and its patients.
“Agriculture is life,” said Louisiana
State Park Ranger Richard Holloway.
“The barn fed people at the hospital.
It was self-sustaining.”

The builder was Joseph Carlin, an
architect who was a former patient.
It was a precut, or “kit”, building
ordered from a magazine. Dairy
operations stopped at that location
in the 1950s when the pastures where
the cows grazed were turned into
Buhlow Lake. Dairy operations then
moved to Grant Parish.

The dairy barn was listed on the
National Register of Historic Places in
1986. In 2009, the Louisiana Trust for
Historic Preservation deemed it one
of the most endangered historic sites
in Louisiana.

“We are far from turning it into a
venue. Right now, we are just trying

to save it,” added Juderman.

“She is grand and majestic,” said
Louisiana Department of Agriculture
and Forestry Commissioner Mike
Strain, DV.M.,, who attended an
event for the barn. “She should be
preserved. This barn is probably one
of its kind in the area. You rarely see a
two story barn.”

Currently, the barn is owned by the
Department of Health. The committee
has a cooperative endeavor with the
state of Louisiana to effort restoring
the building.

“l grew up here,” added Johnson.
“Some of my earliest memories as a
little boy are fishing at the lake and
looking up at that barn.”

“It is home. It’s Pineville,” said
Juderman of one of the most
photographed landmarks in the area.
“To see her on the hill along with
Lake Buhlow where the cows once
grazed, it is quite powerful. She is a
treasure.”

All monies raised through the “Save
