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Arrests made in theft of water buffalo- social media aids in capture

Baton Rouge, La. (December
14, 2019) - Four people were ar-
rested for allegedly shooting and
stealing two Asian water buffalo
from a rancher in Plaguemines
Parish.

A joint investigation between
the Louisiana Department of
Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF)
Livestock Brand Commission
and the Plaguemine Parish Sher-
iff’s Office determined that the
suspects allegedly shot, killed,
harvested the meat, hide and
heads of the buffalo.

Arrested were 30-year-old An-
drew Crawford, 5761 Hwy. 39,
Braithwaite, La.; 35-year-old Billy
W. Johnson, Jr.,, 36574 Hwy. 11,
Buras, La.; 37-year-old Randall J.
Siebert, 208 Saint Bernard Pkwy:.,
Saint Bernard, La.; 32-year-old
Lance L. Siebert, 7965 Hwy. 39,
Braithwaite, La.

LDAF Commissioner Mike
Strain, DV.M., said, “The sus-
pects’ social media posts were
helpful in investigating this
case.” He added, “Water buffalo
fall under the bovine species as

livestock. Many Louisiana farm-
ers and ranchers raise alterna-
tive livestock. These alternative
livestock, or exotics, are regu-
lated by the LDAF.”

The value of the livestock sto-
len and Kkilled is estimated at
$10,000.

All fourindividuals were booked
into the Plaguemines Parish De-
tention Center on December 13,
2019 for theft of livestock by the
Livestock Brand Commission. If
convicted for theft of livestock,
they face a fine and/or jail time.

USDA Designates Natural Disaster Areas

Baton Rouge, La. (December 12, 2019) - Louisi-
ana Agriculture and Forestry Commissioner Mike
Strain, D.V.M,, said the U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) designated Avoyelles, Evangeline, Rapides
and St. Landry parishes as primary natural disaster
areas. Producers who suffered losses caused by Hur-
ricane Barry between July 12 and Aug. 16, 2019, may
be eligible for USDA Farm Service Agency (FSA)
emergency loans.

“Our farmers and ranchers face great challenges,”
Strain said. “This designation allows the Farm Service
Agency to extend emergency credit to producers still
recovering from Hurricane Barry.”

Producers in the contiguous Louisiana parishes of
Acadia, Allen, Catahoula, Concordia, Grant, Jefferson
Davis, Lafayette, LaSalle, Natchitoches, Pointe Cou-
pee, St. Martin and Vernon are also eligible to apply

for emergency loans.

The deadline to apply for these emergency loans is
June 18, 2020.

FSA has a variety of additional programs to help
farmers recover from the impacts of this disaster. FSA
programs that do not require a disaster declaration
include: Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Hon-
eybees and Farm-Raised Fish Program; Emergency
Conservation Program; Livestock Forage Disaster
Program; Livestock Indemnity Program; Operating
and Farm Ownership Loans; and the Tree Assistance
Program.

Strain said producers may contact their local USDA
service center for further information on eligibility re-
quirements and application procedures for these and
other programs. Additional information is also avail-
able online at farmers.gov/recover.
