PROGRAM

Louisiana Department of Agriculture & Forestry
Mike Strain DVM Commissioner

Baton Rouge, La. (March 9, 2020) - The
Louisiana Department of Agriculture
and Forestry (LDAF) has scheduled its
second pesticide pick-up location to
collect unwanted pesticides from ag-
ricultural producers across the state
who need assistance disposing of them
properly.

The second date of the Unwanted
Pesticide Pick-Up Program will be on
April 2, 2020 from 7 a.m. until 1 p.m. at
the St. Landry Recycling Center located
at 2717 West Landry St., Opelousas, La.
70570.

“Last fall, 37.6 tons of pesticides and
chemicals were picked up at a location
in Winnsboro, La.,” said Commissioner
of Agriculture and Forestry Mike Strain,
D.V.M. “This program not only helps our
ag producers but also helps protect
people and the environment in Loui-
siana by properly disposing of these
items.”

Eligible items include but are not lim-
ited to partially full containers of pes-
ticides and pesticide products that are

cancelled or expired.

The program is being conducted at
various locations in the state and will
continue on an annual basis. There is no
cost to the farmer, and it is completely
anonymous for those who wish to par-
ticipate.

Currently in Louisiana, an individual
wishing to dispose of pesticide
products must contact a licensed
contractor for disposal, which results
in a costly fee based on pounds of
product(s) submitted for disposal. The
LDAF program will not require a fee for
the disposal of unwanted pesticides.
The cost of the program is funded
through fees associated with pesticide
manufacturers’ product registrations in
Louisiana. All pesticides offered for sale
in Louisiana must be registered annually
with the LDAF.

The LDAF has retained a licensed con-
tractor for the program. This contractor
will assume all responsibility for pesti-
cide products delivered to the desig-
nated locations and for disposal.
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Rapides Parish man arrested for timber theft

Baton Rouge, La., (March 6,
2020) - A Rapides Parish man is
accused of theft of timber valued
at $178,270.51.

Melvin Darren Edwards was
arrested March 5,2020 by Louisiana
Department of Agriculture and
Forestry enforcement agents.

In2019,LDAF enforcementagents
received a complaint from the
owners of two tracts of timberland
totaling 180 acres located in
Rapides Parish. The landowners
reported that in 2018, Melvin “D.D.”
Edwards was hired to log these two
tracts of land. Investigators said

the landowners suspected they
were not paid for all the timber
hauled off the property as a result
of some notable inconsistencies
with timber payments.

Following an investigation,
the LDAF enforcement division
determined Edwards concealed
the proceeds from the sale of the
timber from the owners.

“Timber is a valuable, long-term
investment. It is important to pay
attention to what is being hauled
off your property so you can be
properly compensated. Of course,
we are here to help if you believe

you are being taken advantage
of,” said LDAF Commissioner Mike
Strain, DV.M.

Edwards was booked into the
Rapides Parish Jail on one count
of theft of timber greater than
25,000. Bond was set at $25,000.
Edwards has reportedly bonded
out.

If convicted, Edwards could
receive a fine up to $10,000 and/
or jail time up to 10 years.

To report suspected timber
theft, contact the LDAF Office of
Forestry at 225-925-4500 to file a
complaint.
