On July 1, 2020, United
States-Mexico-Canada
Agreement (USMCA)
goes into effect. Louisiana

Commissioner Mike Strain,
DV.M., said it is also a
major victory for Louisiana
farmers and ranchers.
“USMCA modernizes the

North American Free Trade

Agreement (NAFTA) by

increasing market access

for American farmers and

ranchers. It also supports
fair trade practices and
includes key provisions
increasing markets
for U.S. rice, wheat,
dairy, poultry, eggs and
many other agricultural
products,” said Strain.
“Louisiana stands to
benefit by increased
trade in grains, rice and
textiles.”

Strain added, “As
we cope with a global
pandemic, the USMCA
provides food security
by markedly increasing
our capacity for trade
with two of our largest
trading partners in the
world. It also enhances
rural economic
development as we are
an export nation.”

Strain was instrumental in
theTri-National Agricultural
Accord, in Ontario, Canada
in 2016 and Guadalajara,
Mexico in 2017 where he
led a delegation of senior
agricultural leaders and
signed a memorandum of
understanding with Canada
and Mexico which became
a foundation for discussion
on USMCA. The Tri-National
Agricultural Accord
consists of senior state
and provincial agricultural
officials from Canada, the
United States, and Mexico
who meet annually to
work collaboratively on
agricultural trade and
development issues.

Canada and Mexico
are the first and second
largest export markets
for United States food
and agricultural products,
totaling more than $39.7
billion food and agricultural

exports in 2018. These
exports support more than
325,000 American jobs.
Strain  said Louisiana
exported goods valued at
over $3.57 billion to Canada
and $9.22 billion to Mexico
in 2018. The top Louisiana
export products to Canada
and Mexico include $ 4.9
in  petroleum and coal

products, $2 Dbillion in
chemicals, $1.2 billion in
agricultural products and

$720 million in oil and gas.
Rice is one of Louisiana’s
largest crops. More than
one-third of rice grown
in the United States s

exported to Mexico,
accounting for over
900,000 metric  tons.
Additionally, Mexico
imports significant

amounts of poultry and
eggs, corn, soybeans and
cotton from the United
States including Louisiana.
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Bossier Parish Man Arrested for Timber Theft

Baton Rouge, La. (June19,2020)
- On Monday, June 15, 2020,
Forestry enforcement agents
with the Louisiana Department of
Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF)
arrested a Plain Dealing man on
timber theft related charges.

Jamar S. Gay, 38, 122 Douglas
Road, Plain Dealing, La. was
arrested and booked into the
Bossier Parish detention center
and charged with theft of timber
under $25,000 LA RS 14:67.2.

LDAF agents said Gay allegedly
cut and hauled 16 loads of
timber from a property without

permission between December
2019 and January 2020. The
timber was valued at $10,970.
Bond was set at $10,000.
Gay bonded out on June 15,
2020. If convicted, Gay faces
imprisonment, with or without
hard labor, for not more than five
years, and can be fined up to five
thousand dollars, or both.

LDAF enforcement agents
were assisted by the Bossier
Parish Sheriff’s Office with the
investigation.

“Timber is a valuable, long-
term investment. It is imperative

for landowners to pay close
attention to activity on their
property and immediately report
a suspected crime,” Louisiana
Agriculture and Forestry
Commissioner Mike Strain, DV.M,,
said. “LDAF enforcement agents
take agriculture and forestry-
related crimes seriously and they
will seek justice when individuals
break the law.”

To report a suspected timber
theft, contact the LDAF office of
Forestry at 225-925-4500 to file
a complaint.

Landscape Architect License Exam Gets Revised

The Louisiana Landscape Architect
exam (LLAE), previously only admin-
istered twice a year, is now computer
based which will provide greater
flexibility and convenience for candi-
dates, Louisiana Department of Ag-
riculture and Forestry (LDAF) Com-
missioner Mike Strain, D.V.M,, said.

The new computer-based exam of-
fers candidates the ability to sched-
ule the exam at their convenience
and receive their score immediately
as opposed to waiting for a mailed
test result.

“Our Louisiana Horticulture Com-
mission staff has worked through the

challenges of the ongoing COVID-19
pandemic and completed the Lou-
isiana landscape architect exam
conversion,” Strain said. “The test
conversion is part of LDAF’s com-
mitment to provide effective licens-
ing as well as modernizing and im-
proving efficiencies along the way.”

LDAF Horticulture and Quaran-
tine Division Director Ansel Rankins,
Ph.D., said, “Implementation of the
new computer-based exam is part of
continued efforts by the Horticulture
Commission to increase efficiency
and reduce barriers to practice in
Louisiana.”

The exam will initially be adminis-
tered by appointment at the Baton
Rouge office only.

The LLAE is the last of the Horti-
culture Commission exams to transi-
tion to the computer-based format.
In September of 2019, the landscape
horticulturist, landscape irrigation
contractor, arborist, utility arborist,
retail florist and wholesale florist li-
cense exams were converted to the
computer-based format.

Industrial Hemp Update

Baton Rouge, La. (June 25, 2020) - The results are in
and the very first batch of hemp tested by the Louisi-
ana Department of Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF)
Ag Chemistry Laboratory is reportedly in compliance.

The hemp was tested for THC concentration levels
and tested below the maximum legal limit of .3% to-
tal THC. After testing numerous hemp samples, LDAF’s
lab has established a .104% measurement of uncer-
tainty that will be applied to all official hemp samples
for the 2020 season.

“What we’ve seen across the country is widespread
crop failure because of an excessive amount of THC.
But with the right varieties, we now know that hemp
can successfully be grown here in accordance with
state and federal regulations,” said Commissioner Mike

Strain, DV.M.

The hemp sample tested was collected from plant
material from a Southwest, La. grower who plans to
produce CBD.

“In an effort to protect our farmers against poor ger-
mination of seed and the introduction of noxious weeds
into their fields, prior to planting we are also requiring
documentation of seed quality testing from hemp seed
distributors coming into Louisiana,” added Strain.

The LDAF is the regulatory agency for the Industrial
Hemp Program in Louisiana. The LDAF is not affiliated
with any company or organization that is providing
services outside of the LDAF’s regulatory role.
