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Most Louisiana soybean fields are in decent 
shape following Hurricane Laura, but there are 
pockets of serious damage in areas that re-
ceived strong winds and rain.

“Statewide, the crop fared pretty well,” said 
LSU AgCenter soybean specialist David Mose-
ley, who is based at the Dean Lee Research and 
Extension Center near Alexandria. “In some 
places, the soybean is still standing upright 
and still looks pretty good. But a lot of soybean 
across the state has some degree of leaning, 

which is called lodging.”
Most of the lodging is minor, and Moseley 

doesn’t predict any big problems in those fields. 
It’s possible that upcoming harvest operations 
will be a little slower than usual, he said.

Prospects for badly lodged fields are less en-
couraging.

“If the plants lean on the ground and touch 
the soil, you’re going to have some moisture 
issues,” Moseley said. “You’re going to have 
quality issues if it’s close to the ground and you 

happen to have flooding.”
Louisiana has roughly 1 million 

acres of soybeans, 61% of which 
had been harvested as of Aug. 
30, according to the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture National 
Agricultural Statistics Service.

The extent of the damage de-
pends on the location and other 
factors, such as soybean variety 
and how mature the crop was 
when the storm hit.

“Within one field at Dean Lee, 
I have slight lodging to severe 
lodging,” Moseley said. That field 
contains many different varieties 
of soybeans that were planted 
on different dates for his re-
search.

In northeast Louisiana, soy-
bean lodging is widespread, said 
Bruce Garner, AgCenter agent 
in Morehouse and West Car-
roll parishes. But the amount of 
damage varies: It’s “pretty bad” 
in some Morehouse Parish fields, 

while most of it is “not too bad” in neighbor-
ing West Carroll Parish, he said.

Taller plants seem to be leaning worse than 
those that are only waist-high, said Keith Col-
lins, AgCenter agent in Richland, Franklin and 
Ouachita parishes.

Vince Deshotel, AgCenter agent in St. Lan-
dry Parish, said soybeans had minimal lodging 
in his area. But farmers are concerned about 
what will happen if more rain comes.

“If it persists and the beans stay wet, then 
that’s another issue,” Deshotel said.

As for other crops:
— Corn harvest was about 85% to 90% com-

plete when Hurricane Laura arrived, Garner 
said. “Harvest should able to continue once 
field conditions allow. Some lodging of corn 
stalks will slow combines down in parts of 
some fields,” he said. The little bit of remain-
ing corn in St. Landry Parish is still standing 
after the storm, Deshotel said.

— Garner and Collins reported that many 
northeast Louisiana cotton fields are lodged 
— especially those that have a heavy boll load. 
These conditions could increase boll rot, make 
for a slower harvest and make it difficult to 
harvest all bolls, Collins said.

— Rice in northeast Louisiana — which devel-
ops later than in south Louisiana and mostly 
has not been harvested yet — saw some lodg-
ing. It’s “erratic from field to field,” Collins said. 
“Taller rice lodging is worse. If it will stay dry, 
impact will be less.”

— Sweet potato fields experienced little 
damage. Harvest may be delayed slightly, Gar-
ner said, adding that most farms have not be-
gun harvest yet.

As cleanup from Hurricane Laura 
begins, Louisiana Department of 
Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF) 
Commissioner Mike Strain, D.V.M., 
is reminding residents to hire only 
professional-licensed arborists to 
perform work on storm-damaged 
trees.

“Anyone doing tree work in Louisiana 
is required to obtain a license through 
the LDAF,” Strain said. “Hiring only 
licensed-professional arborists 
protects you, the homeowner, since 
licensed arborists are not only 
trained to properly execute tree 
work, but they must also maintain 
liability insurance. I also urge you to 
get a written estimate and, while you 

may be required to pay a reasonable 
deposit, you should never pay for the 
job in full up front.”

“Following hurricanes, we see an 
increased number of people going 
door-to-door offering tree services,” 
Strain said. “When hiring an arborist 
to remove storm-damaged trees, 
always ask to see their license and a 
current copy of the arborist’s liability 
insurance certificate.”

According to the Louisiana 
horticulture law: No person shall 
receive fees, advertise or solicit 
business in a regulated profession or 
occupation unless this person holds 
the appropriate license or permit, or 
has a regular employee who holds 

the appropriate license or permit, or 
is employed by a person who holds 
the appropriate license or permit. In 
addition, all licensees are required 
to place their license numbers on all 
business-related vehicles that have 
advertisements on them.

No license is required for someone 
doing tree debris removal, which 
includes cutting up and hauling away 
fallen trees.

Strain added that any work on a 
tree or portion of a tree still standing 
will require an arborist license.

Refer to the LDAF website at www.
LDAF.la.gov or LDAF Business App 
for mobile devices to verify the 
current license status of an arborist.

Burn Ban

State Fire Marshal H. “Butch” 
Browning and Agriculture and For-
estry Commissioner Mike Strain 
have issued a cease and desist or-
der for all private burning, pursuant 
to authority under R.S. 40:1602, for 
the following parishes: Allen, Beau-
regard, Calcasieu, Caldwell, Cam-
eron, Catahoula, Concordia, Grant, 
Jackson, Jeff Davis, LaSalle, Lincoln, 
Natchitoches, Ouachita, Rapides, 
Red River, Sabine, Union, Vernon 
and Winn.

Private burning shall only be al-
lowed by permission of the local fire 
department or local government. 
This order is effective as of 8 a.m., 
August 31, 2020 and shall remain in 
effect until rescinded.

“The extensive damage caused 
Hurricane Laura includes several 
water systems. That means many 
communities are without adequate 

water service for potential fire sup-
pression needs,” said State Fire 
Marshal H. “Butch” Browning, “This 
order will hopefully assist local first 
responders by reducing unneces-
sary fire calls that they will be chal-
lenged to answer due to a lack of 
infrastructure, resources and per-
sonnel already tasked with Laura re-
covery efforts.”

This ban shall not apply to pre-
scribed burns by the Department of 
Agriculture and Forestry, by those 
trained and certified by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Forestry, or 
by those who conduct prescribed 
burning as a “generally accepted 
agriculture practice” as defined by 
the Louisiana Right to Farm Law

(R.S. 3:3601 et seq.).
Violation of this Fire Marshal order 

could result in criminal and/or civil 
penalties.
