Migratory bird habitat initiative response strong 

Agriculture and Forestry
Commissioner Mike Strain,
D.V.M., said landowners who want
to participate in a Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS) ini-
tiative to increase migratory bird
habitat alternatives must apply by
August 1 to be considered.

The NRCS Migratory Bird
Habitat Initiative (MBHI), intro-
duced on June 28, will provide pay-
ment incentives to landowners in
the Mississippi Flyway for flooding
existing farmed wetlands, prior-
converted croplands or other lands
that can provide immediate habitat

to help replace habitat damaged by
the BP oil spill.

Interested producers should con-
tact their local USDA Service
Center for additional information.

“It’s an opportunity for Louisiana
farmers, foresters and rancher to
help create habitat for migratory
birds,” Strain said. “So far, our
landowners have responded in
record numbers.”

Louisiana’s NRCS State
Conservationist Kevin Norton said
1,472 applications to enroll more

than 302,000 acres have already
been received since the program
was introduced on June 28.

"There is more interest in partici-
pating in the initiative than avail-
able funding," said Norton.
"Although the next priority ranking
of applications will begin July 23,
the application period will remain
open until August 1st to ensure
everyone interested in participating
has a chance to participate and
make certain all available land has
been identified so the NRCS can
make the right ranking decisions."

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VENICE, Louisiana, July 20
(Reuters) - The cattle in these
parts don’t seem to mind the heli-
copters hauling oil booms over-
head, nor the response boats hur-
rying past their banks. 

But the oil that British energy
giant BP is scrambling to clean up
from its massive Gulf of Mexico
spill threatens the animals’ graz-
ing land and the income of the
ranchers who own them. 

Over 1,000 head of cattle graze
on marshy islands off Louisiana’s
southeast tip and thousands more
are found in the coastal low-lying
pastures highly susceptible to
flooding. 

The petroleum and cattle indus-
tries have managed to co-exist
over the years. But now, ranchers
fear a hurricane in this watery
southeastern area of the state
could wash the oil onto grazing
land, poisoning their livestock and
ruining their value. 

“We don’t have a clue what this
oil will do,” said Robert Joyner,
who heads the Louisiana
Cattlemen’s Association. “It’s a
whole ‘nother ball game.” 

Louisiana is home to about
450,000 head of cattle valued last
year at $365 million. But the best
pasture land is in the coastal

south, where cattle can graze year-
round. 

Even before the oil spill it was a
challenge being a cattleman here,
where many ani-
mals can only be
moved by barge.
Calves succumb
to alligators and
snake bites, cor-
rals need constant
maintenance amid
the quick-growing
vegetation, and
erosion and rising
water levels steal
valuable pasture
every year. And
then there are the
hurricanes. 

H u r r i c a n e
Katrina in 2005 killed 1,800 of
Earl Armstrong’s cattle. The next
hurricane could pack a double
wallop, with the additional danger
of toxins brought ashore. 

“I’m not being happy with the
oil right now,” said Armstrong,
whose cattle graze at the mouth of
the Mississippi River, not far from
the oil spill clean-up’s command
center. “I don’t know when it’s
going to come in on that cattle
where they have to eat that grass.
It’s a wait-and-see deal.” 

Ranchers see themselves ending
up last on BP’s compensation list
after the oystermen, shrimpers and
others who have lost their liveli-

hoods due to the spill are taken
care of under BP’s $20 billion
fund. 

“They want to know if there is a
state or federal program to reim-
burse them for the losses and the
answer now is no,” said Dr. Mike
Strain, the state’s commissioner of
agriculture and forestry. 

OIL AND CATTLE DON’T MIX
Earlier in July, Strain’s agency

warned coastal cattle producers
that their livestock would not be

allowed to go to slaughter if oil
contaminates inland pastures.

The aver-
age cow here

is worth about $1,000, but it
would cost about double that to
transport and incinerate any
deemed unfit for the food supply
chain, said Strain. 

That means ranchers are scram-
bling to plan for a sudden evacua-
tion of cattle ahead of a hurricane. 

Cattle ranchers from areas unaf-
fected by a hurricane have volun-
teered to bring trucks and trailers
to help in transport, Joyner said,
but finding a place to put the relo-
cated cattle is one of a number of

problems to be dealt with. 
But cattlemen here are loathe to

transport their animals unneces-
sarily, given the difficult logistics
and stress to the animals. 

“Daddy’s here, boys!” shouts
Philip Simmons from his flatboat
on the Mississippi, catching a
glimpse of two of his Brangus
bulls grazing the native grasses at
water’s edge. 

Simmons’ family has been graz-
ing cattle for generations on land
that’s surrounded by backwater
canals, natural bayous and the
Mississippi, a watery oasis of
mangroves and willows and
wildlife like cranes and spoon-
bills. 

“My cattle feed all the way to
the water here,” he said, pointing
to the bank of a winding canal,
where one group gazed out quizzi-
cally from under a canopy of trees
and high grasses. 

“How am I going to get them
out,” asked Simmons. “You’d
have to get a helicopter to run
them out of this grass. And it’s so
hot it’ll kill them. So I’m just
playing it by ear. Hopefully I’ll
come out on the winning end.”

Gulf cattle ranchers fear toxins after oil spill

Louisiana shrimp and catfish producers
may be eligible to participate in the feder-
al Trade Adjustment Assistance program. 

The two commodities recently were cer-
tified as part of the program, according to
LSU AgCenter economist Kurt Guidry. 

“To become certified, commodities have
to show they have had a greater than 15
percent reduction in the price received in
the petition year versus the three-year
average and prove that the majority of the
decrease in price was related to an
increase in imports,” Guidry said. 

The program offers technical and finan-
cial assistance to eligible producers. The
sign-up period for the program started
June 25, and producers have until Sept. 23
to apply. 

To be eligible, shrimpers had to be
working in 2008 and catfish producers had
to be in production in 2009. Individuals
also must have either experienced a
decrease in sales during 2008 for
shrimpers or 2009 for catfish producers or
show the price they received during the
petition year was lower than the previous
three-year average. 

Guidry says the Farm Service Agency is
attempting to get blanket-eligibility status
for producers in a region that can prove

the price of their commodity was lower on
the date the petition was filed, which was
in May, than the three previous years. 

“The impact that we’ve seen from the oil
spill on shrimp prices may make that price

higher than the previous three years, so
that would make it hard for a blanket
approval,” he said. 

The technical training component of the
program has three phases. The first phase
will consist of a three- or four-hour work-
shop. 

“This will provide a general overview of
the trade adjustment programs, as well as
provide some market outlook and industry

outlook for the program,” Guidry said. 
Phase two will include 12 hours of train-

ing in topics relevant to the commodity.
“This training will give producers infor-

mation to help them become more effi-

cient in the production, marketing and
financial management of their opera-
tions,” Guidry said. “We want them to be
able to better deal with the impacts of the
increased imports.” 

Producers also will be required to devel-
op a short-term business plan and submit
it to the national and regional Trade
Adjustment Assistance centers for
approval. 

After completing these two phases, pro-
ducers would be eligible to receive finan-
cial assistance of up to $4,000. 

Guidry noted the financial assistance is
a flat rate and is not tied to the size of the
operation. 

Producers also can continue with the
program by participating in the third
phase, which consists of developing a
long-term business plan. 

“The national Trade Adjustment
Assistance center will designate a consult-
ant to work with a producer to develop a
long-term business plan,” Guidry said. 

This plan also must be submitted for
approval to the national center. Producers
completing this phase could receive a
financial assistance payment of up to
$8,000. 

The U.S. Department of Agriculture has
established a three-year time period for all
phases to be completed. 

Producers who are interested in the pro-
gram can find more information and
download an application at
LSUAgCenter.com. Parish LSU AgCenter
offices and Farm Service Agency offices
also have applications and additional
information.
