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While July is national blueberry month, blueberry sea-
son in Louisiana is generally over by July 14.

Wendell “Mac” McCoskey of Blueberry Hill Farm in
Haughton, Bossier Parish, said his “pick-your-own”
berry operation continued into July.

“We’ll be picking through July 10,” McCoskey said
“But we’ll have plenty of frozen berries to last through
the winter.”

McCoskey’s Blueberry Hill Farm is primarily a pick-
your-own set-up but he also maintains a small commer-
cial operation as well.

Drought and other severe weather problems have hurt
blueberry producers in northwest Louisiana and the rest
of the state. April’s devastating storms destroyed blue-
berry production at Hillcrest Blueberry Farm of Gloster,
DeSoto Parish. DeSoto and Natchitoches parishes were
recently declared primary disaster areas by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

With 77 acres of blueberries, Hillcrest is Louisiana’s
largest blueberry farm and serves as a pick-up point for
regional wholesale blueberry buyers and shippers. 

McCoskey said he normally sells some of his blueber-
ry crop directly to buyers at Hillcrest but since they are
shut down, the commercial buyers have bypassed the
market this year.

“A truck would pick up blueberries at Hillcrest but they
can’t send a truck to us little guys,” McCoskey said.

McCoskey also said drought affected berry size this
year. 

“They haven’t been so big this year because of the
drought,” McCoskey said. “I’ve got water on them, but
my vegetables are just about burnt up.”

Paul Davidson of EquiTerra Farm east of Clinton, East
Feliciana Parish, has about 1,200 blueberry bushes.

Davidson said the trees he planted 30 years ago fared
ok during the drought because they have deep roots, but
he recently installed an irrigation system.

Rodney Henderson of Pride, East Baton Rouge Parish,
has about 500 plants but said drought cut his production
by about 75 percent. He does not irrigate.

Eric Morrow of Ponchatoula, Tangipahoa Parish said
his 3,000 plant crop is strictly a commercial operation.
Most of his berries are sold at farmers markets in Baton
Rouge. He characterized his season as “good.” In addi-

tion to blueberries, Morrow also grows strawberries,
Creole tomatoes and other produce so his fields are
equipped for irrigation.

“We water all the time,” Morrow said. 
Morrow’s blueberry crop production ended the first

week of July.
Cliff Muller of Berry Sweet Orchard in Ethel, East

Feliciana Parish, termed his growing season as great,
though he figured his production was 30 percent down
from previous years. 

“We’re in the middle of a three year drought and for the
first time in 21 years, I irrigated,” Muller said. “I flood
irrigated. There’s no way drip irrigation would have
worked for me because the soil’s moisture level was so
low and my 35-year-old trees have deep roots. Drip irri-
gation is ok for young plants but not my trees.” 

Though Muller flood irrigated his field twice this sea-
son, he still lost the early producing berries and some of
the mid-June ripening varieties.

“we had two weekends of spectacular picking,” Muller
said. “Normally, with regular rainfall, we go at least one
week in July and some years, two weeks in July.”

Muller’s certified-organic farm is strictly a pick-your-
own operation so he keeps his bushes trimmed to give
customers easy access to the tasty fruit.

Given what he learned about irrigation this year, will
he irrigate sooner next year? 

“Only if I have to,” Muller said.
Blueberries are an ideal fruit crop for Louisiana, said

Craig Roussel, LDAF horticulture director.
“Blueberries are a great low-maintenance fruit crop for

the homeowner or commercial grower,” Roussel said.
“All they really need is an acidic soil.”

Roussel said blueberries grow well throughout the
state and can grow large enough to form an effective
hedge or barrier.

Demand is growing for blueberries because consumers
are learning more about the health and nutritional bene-
fits of the tiny fruit. 

In 2010, 120 Louisiana blueberry growers produced
650,856 pounds of blueberries on 285 acres of land. The
gross farm value was $1.3 million.

Environmental investment with ag producers will reap benefits for Louisiana 

Agriculture and Forestry
Commissioner Mike Strain, D.V.M.,
said the USDA Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS), in
partnership with Louisiana’s soil
and water conservation districts, are
making great strides in conserving
Louisiana’s natural resources
through the Environmental Quality
Incentives Program (EQIP).

EQIP is the “workhorse” of
USDA’s conservation programs.
Delivered through a locally led, pri-
ority-setting process with local soil
and water conservation districts,
EQIP provides a broad array of
financial and technical assistance to
agricultural producers to implement
conservation practices that address
local priority resource concerns
across all agricultural operations.

“So far this year, NRCS has

invested more than $18.2 million in
financial and technical assistance
through EQIP to implement conser-
vation practices,” said Strain.
“USDA recently committed an addi-
tional $1.29 million to provide tech-
nical and financial assistance to pro-
ducers this year.”

The implementation of EQIP con-
servation practices helps agricultural
producers to improve water quality
and quantity by reducing soil ero-
sion, creating and enhancing
wildlife habitat, and improving and
enhancing non-industrial private
forestland.  Practices include, but are
not limited to, field borders to trap
sediment and nutrients in run-off
waters, use of erosion control meas-
ures to protect livestock heavy use
areas, grade stabilization structures
to reduce gullies and field erosion,

and installation of pumping plants
and irrigation pipelines.

“NRCS’ investment in Louisiana’s
natural resources will reap big bene-
fits for Louisiana,” said Strain.
“Because our farmers and ranchers
are installing conservation practices
through EQIP, nutrients applied to
cropland will not enter our lakes and
streams; the water in our lakes, bay-
ous, and rivers will be cleaner; and
we will continue to enjoy abundant
wildlife.”

Continuous sign-up is available
for EQIP, and NRCS State
Conservationist Kevin Norton
encourages agricultural producers to
visit NRCS offices to learn more
about EQIP.

Norton said NRCS did not accom-
plish this environmental achieve-
ment alone.  Louisiana producers are

committed to conserving and pro-
tecting Louisiana’s natural
resources, and they have invested an
additional $4.3 million this year to
implement EQIP conservation prac-
tices on their farms and ranches.

NRCS works hand-in-hand with
Louisiana’s soil and water conserva-
tion districts and the Louisiana
Department of Agriculture and
Forestry-Office of Soil and Water
Conservation to deliver conserva-
tion programs.

1 cup fresh blueberries 

Preheat oven to 400 degrees. Lightly spray 12 muffin cups with non-
stick cooking spray. In a large bowl, combine flour, sugar, baking
powder, baking soda and salt until well blended. In a small bowl,
whisk yogurt, eggs, the egg white and melted butter until blended. Stir
yogurt mixture into flour mixture just until combined. Stir in blueber-
ries. Into each muffin cup, spoon about ¼ cup batter. Sprinkle each
with about 1 teaspoon of granola, if desired. Bake until golden brown,
about 15 minutes. Remove muffins from cups. Cool on wire racks.
Repeat with remaining batter, partially filling empty cups with water 

Blueberry Fruit Pops

1 (15 ¼ oz.) can fruit in heavy
syrup* such as pears, peaches or
apricots 

2 tsps. fresh lemon juice 
1 cup fresh or frozen drained
blueberries 

In a blender, puree the canned fruit with all the syrup and lemon
juice. Transfer to a large measuring cup or pitcher. Return ¼ cup of
the fruit mixture to the blender. Add blueberries; blend until pureed.
Holding a 6- or 8-ounce plastic cup at an angle, spoon in a layer of
fruit puree then a layer of blueberry puree. Repeat to make 4 layers
filling the cup about two-thirds. Set cup upright and insert a plastic
spoon or wooden ice cream stick in the center. Repeat to use all the
pureed fruit and blueberries. Place cups on a baking pan for support
and freeze until firm, 4 to 6 hours. To serve, place pops at room tem-
perature for 5 minutes then twist from cups. 
* Note: Fruit canned with less sugar will produce frozen pops that
are more solid.

Blueberry Oatmeal Breakfast Cake
1-1/3 cups flour 
3/4 cup quick-cooking oats 
1/3 cup sugar 
2 tsps. baking powder 
1/4 tsp. salt 

3/4 cup milk 
1/4 cup vegetable oil 
1 egg 
1 cup frozen blueberries

Preheat oven to 400 degrees. Grease an 8-inch round baking pan, set
aside. In a medium mixing bowl combine flour, oats, sugar, baking
powder and salt. In a 1-cup measure stir milk, oil and egg. Pour all at
once into flour mixture. Stir just until moistened (batter will be
lumpy). Fold in blueberries. Spoon batter into prepared pan. Bake
until cake is golden and pulls away from sides of pan 20 to 25 min-
utes. Cool on a rack, 5 to 10 minutes. Serve warm.

Blueberry Breakfast Bake
1 (14 oz.) loaf sliced, firm tex-
tured white bread, crusts
removed, divided 
2 cups fresh or frozen blueberries,
divided 
4 ozs. light cream cheese, cut in
¼-inch cubes 

8 eggs, beaten 
1-½ cups low fat milk 
¼ cup maple syrup 
¼ cup melted butter 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Remove crusts from bread. Cut in 1-
inch cubes (makes about 10 cups). Cut cream cheese in small cubes
(makes about 1 cup). Grease 9-x-9-2-inch baking dish. Place half of
the bread cubes in the dish. Scatter cream cheese cubes and 1 cup of
blueberries over the bread. Top with remaining bread cubes and blue-
berries. In a bowl, combine eggs, milk, maple syrup and butter and
pour over bread mixture. Bake until a knife inserted in the center
comes out clean, about 1 hour, covering with aluminum foil if edges
brown too much. To serve, cut in squares 

Blueberries and Cream Shortcake
2 cups flour 
2 tbsps. sugar 
1 tbsps. baking powder 
1/2 tsp. salt 
1-1/4 cups heavy whipping cream 

1 tbsp. melted butter (optional) 
2 cups fresh blueberries 
1/3 cup blueberry
3/4 cup sweetened whipped
cream or whipped topping 

Preheat oven to 400 degrees. Spray a 9-inch square baking pan with
nonfat cooking spray. In a medium-sized bowl, combine flour, sugar,
baking powder and salt. Stir in cream to form a dough. Pat dough even-
ly on the bottom of the pan. Bake until the top is golden brown, about
18 minutes. If desired, brush the top with butter after 15 minutes. Cool
shortcake slightly. Cut in six rectangles. Cut each one diagonally in
half. In a microwaveable bowl, combine berries and jelly. Microwave
on high until jelly melts, about 45 seconds. To serve: place one trian-
gle on each dessert plate. Top triangles with two-thirds of the berries
and the whipped cream, dividing equally. Prop remaining triangles on
top. Add the remaining whipped cream and berries
